DWP Innovation Fund
On 12th May, Ministers announced a series of measures to help address youth unemployment. These included a new 'Innovation Fund' which will help test new delivery models to support the most disadvantaged customers.

In simple terms, delivery organisations will partner with financial backers to develop a proposal. The proposal will be submitted to DWP for consideration and, if selected, the financiers will cover all the delivery costs and DWP will pay the financiers an agreed amount at the point the specified outcomes are achieved.

· £30 million over three years will be available under the Innovation Fund to pilot new delivery models.

·  All of the Innovation Fund pilots will be fully evaluated to assess the potential for wider usage.

A4e are currently in the process of agreeing funding from external investors to support this project. In the meantime we are inviting partners to express an interest in working with us collaboratively and for us to invest in an innovative approach to tackling some key social issues around youth education and employment.
